LETTER FROM THE DIRECTOR

We count our blessings every day at The Family Center. Not a day goes by that
someone is not giving a donation of clothing, food, money or service. lItis
wonderful to see so many giving people in this community. Big or small, each
donation means so much to us. However, lately, the staff and volunteers have
been moved to tears by the smallest donations. Because sometimes the smallest
blessings are the ones that mean the most.

Last month, a little boy about 7 years old came into the Family Center and
donated $22.00 that he had saved. $22.00 might buy a couple of jars of peanut
butter or 2 packages of toilet paper, but for us, that $22.00 meant the whole
world. It means this little boy thought of those that we served, and at such a
young age, wanted to help. He could have given his $22.00 to the countless
other agencies in our community, but he chose us. It shows his caring heart and
his loving spirit that will carry on as he grows.

In January, another little boy and his friends collected soup and approximately 20
boxes of tissues for those that might be sick this winter. The thought behind those
tissues made passing them out so special for us!

Before Christmas, we helped a client with $100.00 towards her electricity

bill. Once a month she sends us a money order for $5.00. She is not paying us
back, but showing her appreciation for what we did for her. That $5.00 money
order is as valuable as the other donations we receive, and it brings me such joy
to deposit it in the bank!

Many times, we receive clothing donations from those that we served. They
cannot afford to donate food or money in appreciation for our help, but they can




give us the clothes their children outgrow. These clothes might be hand-me-
downs, or from giveaways, but the thought behind the donation means more than
any other clothing that comes to us.

Everyone, big or small, can help someone. Each donation is an opportunity to
bless your neighbor, and we love being the recipient of each and every one of
them.
